The character: Peep-Bo (Mezzo-Soprano) 

 
Like Yum-Yum, Peep-Bo has led a sheltered life of luxury and indulgence. As one of the 

few humans in the galaxy with uncorrupted DNA, she has been guarded and protected in 

the biosphere sanctuary, Safe Zone Zee. Although as valuable as the others, she is more 

sweet, slightly timorous and an enthusiastic follower. 

 

Peep-Bo completes the "Three Little Maids" trio. While she shares in the girlish giggles 

and youthful energy, she is the most innocent, naive and easily startled of the three. She 

provides a comedic contrast to Pitti-Sing’s boldness and Yum-Yum’s romantic focus, often 

reacting with wide-eyed wonder or panic to the unfolding drama. 

 

Peep-Bo needs good ensemble chemistry and physical comedy skills. She needs to blend 

beautifully in harmonies and maintain a bright, distinct character presence even when she 

doesn't have the main dialogue.
